GRANTS FOR VOLUNTARY AND COMMUNITY GROUPS

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

1. Applications may be made by voluntary organisations or Parish Councils.

2. The activities of the applicant organisation must take place within the area of the Babergh East LSP which is made up of the parishes listed overleaf.

Projects must support initiatives that promote one of the following themes:-

a)
Young people’s participation in positive activities.

Examples are: equipment or improvements to sport, youth clubs and scouts and guides, especially where the aim is to involve children or young people who have not previously taken part.  Project examples are skate park, IT, toys for a toy library, cricket nets. 

b) 
Adult participation in sport and active recreation.

Examples are: sport or activities that promote a healthier lifestyle, especially amongst adults who do not or seldom undertake such activities e.g. new tables/chairs in a village hall, projection equipment, a new cooker for a lunch club.

c)
Vulnerable people achieving independent living.

Examples are: community transport; initiatives seeking to enable people with mental health difficulties or learning disabilities achieve skills that will support their independence, e.g. computers, hearing loops, adaptations for the disabled. Note: A vulnerable individual in this instance is defined as being a person aged 19 years or over whose ability to live independently is compromised by a physical or mental disability, long-term illness, or advancing years.

d)
Improving the area’s natural or historic environment

Examples are: improving village greens, local ponds or creating a natural play area for children; tree and hedgerow planting; information boards relating to countryside sites; improvements to publicly accessible paths.

3.
Preference will be given to applicants where it can be demonstrated there is a high degree of volunteer involvement or where other funding is in place.

4.
There is no minimum grant.  The maximum grant likely to be awarded is £1,000. In exceptional circumstances there is the possibility of a grant of up to £2,000.

5.
Funding will not be available for activities that would normally be provided by statutory or mainstream sources.

6.
Successful projects must be completed and the grant claimed by 
31 October 2011.

7.
Projects started or completed are ineligible for consideration.
