The children I worked with 
all wanted to create images 
of family because this was 
the most important thing to 
them.  I thought the right 
thing to do would be to 
present as many of these 
images in this design.  
They all spread out  
from a central point,  
which has an image  
of a globe.  The  
drawing that a child  
made on the back of  
a postcard, which  
asked the question  
what is important,  
inspired this idea. 

Interest in the past in general and what was 
there before the estate was built led me to 
the record office in Bury St Edmunds.  The 
helpful staff there guided me to some 
wonderful old maps which on closer 
inspection revealed the names of the fields.
