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Introduction

On 12th July 2004 Babergh District Council considered possible revisions to

the emerging Babergh Local Plan.  The revisions concerned all chapters of

the Plan with the exception where revisions had already been considered and

published as pre-inquiry changes (numbered 1-15).

Following the consideration of the Council, the District Council is publishing

this second set of Pre-Inquiry Changes (numbered 16 onwards) to the Plan to

advertise its position on this matter and inform debate.  However, it should be

noted that these changes do not form part of the statutory plan preparation

process.  A formal modifications stage following the inquiry will be needed for

the changes (amended as appropriate following the Inspector’s

recommendations) to be incorporated into the Plan.

The Public Inquiry into the Local Plan (held in front of an independent

government appointed Inspector) is due to commence on 28th September

2004.  A procedural Pre-Inquiry meeting was held in advance of this on 17th

June.  At the Pre-Inquiry meeting the Council asked the Inspector to consider

representations made on the previous set of Pre-Inquiry changes even where

these have not been made by people who have previously commented on this

issue in the Local Plan.   It is possible that the Inspector will also be asked to

consider representations made on these pre-inquiry changes.

Views on these Pre-Inquiry Changes must be submitted in writing to the

District Council by 4pm on Monday, 23 August 2004.  Comments received
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after this date will not be considered at the Inquiry.  Submissions must make

clear to which of the proposed Pre-Inquiry Changes they relate, the grounds

on which they are made, and what change to the Plan (if any) would resolve

them.

Amend to read: ‘Since the Structure Plan was adopted in
2001 it has come to light that a level of double counting of
completions is included in that Plan, which over estimated
the 1996-1999 completion rates.  In addition, consultants
were appointed in June 2002 to undertake an Urban
Capacity Study (November 2002).  This provided a detailed
assessment of both the small windfall and larger windfall
sites available within Babergh.  Further work has been
undertaken since taking receipt of the Urban Capacity
Study to refine the information provided. Appendix 3
provides the Councils response to these sites listed as
potential residential sites which are 0.3 hectares or more.
This study reveals that more larger sites are needed to be
allocated than originally envisaged when the First Deposit
Draft was published in September 2001.’

Delete text: ‘Government guidance and the Suffolk
Structure Plan require sites for housing development to be
evaluated by a sequential approach to give priority to sites,
that are easily accessible to jobs and services.  In addition
guidance in good practice has suggested that the release
of sites should be pressed.  In general, sites allocated in
the two market towns are likely to satisfy the criteria of any
sequential test.  Nevertheless, additional sites coming
forward (as well as those allocated) should be subjected to
assessment under these tests not least to show their
priority for development in relation to more rural sites
elsewhere in the district.  The District Council will expect
developers proposing housing development on sites over
15 dwellings, which are not allocated in this Plan, to
demonstrate the need and timing of their development with
reference to the Council’s monitoring results; and why the
site concerned should be released ahead of other sites

However, the Employment Land Study has revealed a
shortage of available employment land and some latent
demand, so additional employment land needs to be
brought forward as quickly as possible.  The Chilton Mixed
Use Development and the site at Lady Lane Hadleigh, both
edge of town sites, are the key to unlocking much needed
employment land.

Amend as follows: ‘Government guidance treats low cost
market housing as "affordable" but it is clear that, in
Babergh even the cheapest housing on the open market is
beyond the means of many.  For instance, of the 365
concealed households forming annually as identified in the
Housing Needs Survey of 2000, 43% have an income
below £17,500. The Halifax Price Survey 2000 reveals
anyone in this group would struggle purchasing a dwelling
in Babergh.  For this reason and to avoid any confusion,
the term "subsidised affordable housing" is used.  For the
purpose of the plan, affordable and social needs housing is
defined as housing that is provided, with a subsidy for
people who are unable to resolve their housing needs in
the local private sector market because of the relationship
between housing, costs and income.  In practice this will
usually be housing for rent or shared-ownership, managed
by a registered social landlord or other provider
compliant with Circular 6/98 such as a housing
association. ‘
